Graduation Requirements

Pennsylvania state law requires students to earn a total of 23.5 credits in order to graduate. In addition to that requirement, Philadelphia Mennonite High School requires that all students must have 2 credits of Bible and a course in Conflict Resolution in order to graduate. 

The state course requirements are as follows:             
	4 in English
	3 in Electives

	4 in Mathematics
	2 in World Languages

	4 in Science
	2 in Arts and Humanities

	3 in Social Studies
	1.5 in Health and Physical Education



Students must successfully complete a multidisciplinary project and one involving service learning.

Parents and students should use the following as a guide to make sure that they are on target for promotion to the next grade: 

· Grade 9: students earn a minimum of 5 credits
· Grade 10: students should earn a minimum of 6 credits
· Grade 11: students should earn a minimum of 6.5 credits
· Garde 12: students should earn a minimum of 6 credits   


(To be considered a 10th grader, you must have passed courses to earn 5 credits including English, Math and Science. To be considered an 11th grader, you must have passed courses to earn 11 credits including English, Math and Science. To be considered a 12th grader, you must have passed courses and have earned 17.5 credits including all English, Math and Science courses.)
